1. What is FldB (Kyoto International Student House)?

Haus der Begegnung (HdB, also known as the “Kyoto International Student House”) is where up to
22 international studenis and up to 12 Japanese students share residence under the guidance of the
House Parents. Since its founding in 1965, neaxly 900 people from 78 nations have stayed in HdB as
residents. Through daily interactions and various scheduled events, the residents are encouraged to
appreciate diversities of nationalities, ethnicities, philesophy, culture and customs among them, and
to achieve harmonious coexlstence by ovelcommg cha]lenges that stem from the:r differences.

2. The number of new residents to be admitted for Spring 2014
@ Up to eight international students (In order to maintain international diversity, our policy
limits the number of students from a given country. This time, we will not consider applications
by students from Japan or Korea).
3. Qualifications
@ Persons of all nationalities, races and beliefs are welcome.
@ Over 18 years old and officially enrolled in a university or a research institution in Japan as a
student.
® To be able to participate in_most of the official HdB events (e.g., “common meal” dinners in
Friday evenings, weekend seminars and other events, field trips)
@ Those who agree with the Principles and Puwrposes of HdB, and cooperate with rules and
policies of HdB.
® Those who plan to take residence in HdB for a minimum of one year, and ideally for two years
@ Those who have financial means to cover the set costs (detailed in a separate document), and
who have a guarantor! and emergency contact personi! who reside in Japan,

4. Application Procedure
All applicants must submit the following documents to the office of Kyoto International Student
House in person or by registered mail.
@ Application form (with photo), a signed guarantor form, and a signed emergency contact form

& The deadline: 9:00AM. Monday, March 3¢, 2014, JST.

5. Selection of candidates;

The house committee will interview the applicants on Saturday, March 8%, 2014. The time of the
mterview will be notified to each applicant. Note: Only for international students, who cannot arrive in
Japan by the day of the interview, a Skype interview may be arranged. However, all else being equal,
applicants interviewed in person will be given 2 greater consideration over those interviewed with
Skype. The house committee holds a right to conduct a preliminary selection without interview in case
of a large number of applications.

6. Anmouncement of the selection

Each applicant must contact the office by e-mail or phone about the outcome of the selection on the date
specified during the interview.

7. Admission procedure
Once admitted, applicants must pay the security deposit and the supporters' association fee within
three days after the notification. Failure to do so may result in a cancellation of the admission offer.
