. All classes start on Monday, April 10th,  All students should attend from the start of the semester.

For Elementary II, Intermediate and Advanced classes, a placement test is required. Please refer to the

placement schedule on p.6 and the bulletin board at the Yoshida International House for information.

. From Monday, April 10th to Friday, April 14tk there will be an advisory service for language class selection

offered by the Japanese language coordinators. Please refer to the schedule on the bulletin board at the

Yoshida International House. After the adjustment period ends, students cannot add or change classes.
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1. Those who want to consult with the Japanese language coordinators are required to make a reservation in

advance. You can make a reservation from 12:00 to 13:00 on your desired consultation date at the office on

the basement floor of the Yoshida International House.
