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Environmental Management Program Master’s Thesis Presentations (in AY2020)

In principle, the master’s thesis presentation will be held face-to-face, and at the same time,
shared the presentation slides prepared by each presenter online (Zoom) with the audience. The
presenter participates face-to-face in the session (several presentation sections sandwiched
between breaktimes) you present, and participates online when attending other sessions. Double
degree students who is not in Japan present by screen sharing on Zoom in real time, preparing
presentation slides in advance. If you have any problem to present by face to face, you apply to
your academic supervisor by January 8" and wait for instructions from them.

At the presentation, the administration office will prepare the presentation program and the thesis
abstracts of all presenters as materials.

The presentation language may be either Japanese or English. Presentation slides should be
written in English or both languages. In principle, slides use PowerPoint for Windows. The
administration office prepares the PC for the presentation.

The presenter prepares for the presentation by inserting USB etc. into the PC in advance. There
are two PCs at the venue, Presenters with odd presentation numbers use PC1 and presenters with
even presentation numbers use PC2. (The presentation program with the presentation number will
be announced after January 15th). Presenter switches screen using a switcher. If the setting or
other preparations are not completed, the presentation time will be the time subtracted from the
scheduled presentation time minus the delay time.

Each presenter is given 20 minutes; 13 minutes for presentation, 7 minutes for discussion.

The pre-bell will ring after 10 minutes. Two bells will ring after 13 minutes (Finish of
Presentation). Final bell will ring after 20 minutes (Change of presenter). Since it is not possible
to ring the bell to double degree students who is not in Japan, Presenter manage the presentation
time at self-responsibility.

After the finish of previous presentation, the moderator introduces the name of the next presenter
(no title introduction required) and starts the timer immediately.

If the presenter does not finish immediately after 13 minutes, the moderator cautions the presenter
to finish immediately. If it does not finish after this warning, the moderator stops the presentation
forcibly and proceed to the Q&A.

The moderator will solicit questions and comments from the audience. In principle, the moderator
doesn’t receive the questions or comments from a head examiner or a vice examiner who belongs
to the same study area as the presenter. When is no questions arise, the moderator may request a
question or comment to the head examiner or a vice examiner who doesn’t belong to the
presenter’s study area propose.

When the final bell (finish of Presentation) ring, the moderator quickly proceeds to the next
presenter.

When GSGES student other than the presenter of each session and faculty who are not in charge
of assessment participate in the presentation, participate online.

All participants must wear a mask. If you have a subjective symptom such as fever, cold, strong
malaise, or dysgeusia, please contact the administration office in advance.

When leaving the room, be sure to disinfect your hands and fingers with the alcohol installed at
the venue.

The master's thesis presentation will be scored and evaluated by the Academic Affairs Committee,
and the excellent presentation will be awarded the "Master's Thesis Excellent Presentation
Award". These awards were established to foster improvement in thesis quality and presentation
skills. The evaluation categories are 1) Level of thesis, 2) Research and explanatory ability as



displayed during the presentation and Q&A session, 3) Research approach and attitudes.

Students and faculty members from a broad range of study areas participate in the presentations.
We expect that your presentation will be easy for non-specialists to understand and to be rich in
content.
